8. Connect the power cable from the mains to the terminals:
a) Brown (Active/Live) is connected to the contact marked ‘A’ or ‘L’.
b) Blue (Neutral) is connected to the contact marked ‘N’.
c) Green/Yellow (Earth) is connected to the contact marked        .

9. Ensure that any connection made complies with New Zealand Electrical Wiring 
rules AS/NZS 3000. Connections should be secure.

10.Attach the lighting fixture to the base plate
11.Energise the circuit at the mains then turn the individual switch ‘ON’. 
12.Your light fitting should now operate.
